Matthew 21:1-17 , Mark 11:1-11 
Luke 19:28-48 , John 12:12-19 

Zechariah 9:9  “Look, your king is coming to you. He is 
righteous and victorious, yet he is humble, riding on a donkey
—riding on a donkey’s colt.” 

The people of Israel were fully expecting a savior who would 
rescue them from Roman rule…but Jesus comes in a 
completely different way! 

vs.10  “…I will destroy all the weapons used in battle, and 
your king will bring peace to the nations…” 

Luke 19:41-44  “How I wish today that you of all people 
would understand the way to peace…”

one who will change our external problems. But 

Jesus always sees what we truly need… a savior who 
changes us!! 

Luke 4:18-19 “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, for he has 
anointed me to bring Good News to the poor. He has sent me 
to proclaim that captives will be released, that the blind will 
see, that the oppressed will be set free, and that the time of 
the Lord’s favor has come.”
